


Minutes of the 11/17/2015 Clinton Village Board Meeting 
1.  Call to Order and Roll Call – Village President Tracy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call – Present:  Village President Tracy & Trustees Bushue, Jacobs, Nielson, Torkilson, and Troha.  Trustee Knibbs was absent.  Also present:  Chief Hooker, Public Works Director Johnson, Library Director Bieber and Clerk-Treasurer Franseen.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2.  Public Hearing on Proposed 2016 Village Budget: there was no one to speak on the budget.
3.   Approval of minutes – Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Troha seconded to approve minutes  from Special Village Board Meeting November 10, 2015 with correction to time of adjournment.  Motion carried 6-0.    
4.  Presentation by Donohue –Ed Nevers handed out a cost comparison sheet on well house and wastewater pump station upgrades; along with sheets for each project of cost reduction options.  Larry Krause also answered questions from board.    
5.  Public Appearances:  The Clinton Library Foundation did a slide presentation.
6.  President Tracy read Resolution No. 2015-14: A Resolution Declaring Completion of Probationary Period of Village of Clinton Police Chief Hooker. 
7.  Reports of Village Officials: Clerk/Treasurer Franseen handed out candidacy packets to incumbents whose term will be up.  There will be packets in the clerk’s office for anyone interested in running for village trustee or municipal judge.  Chief Hooker said he met with the new school superintendent.  Public Works Director Johnson stated he will be placing the 1997 one ton utility truck, pickup box from new 2015 truck, and several other small items on the Wisconsin Surplus Auction.  
8.  New Business:
a) Approve 2016 Budget & Set Tax Levy:  Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to approve Resolution No. 2015-15 A Resolution Adopting the 2016 Annual Budget and Setting the Property Tax Levy for the Village of Clinton, Wisconsin.  Motion carried 6-0.
b)  Levy Carry Over:  Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded to use the $7563 from previous year’s unused levy.  Motion carried 6-0.
c)  Short Term Borrowing:  Trustee Jacobs moved, Trustee Troha seconded to authorize Villlage President Tracy and Clerk-Treasurer Franseen to sign loan documents with First National Bank to borrow $139,700.  Motion carried 6-0.
d)  Government Investment – Old Watertower Account:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Jacobs seconded to dissolve the assigned Old Water Tower Account balance into the General Government Investment account.  Motion carried 6-0.
e)  Alcohol License:  Trustee Jacobs moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded to approve a Class “A” Retail Fermented Malt Beverages License and “Class A” Retail Intoxicating Liquor License for Unwilling Partners LLC d/b/a Tex’s Too at 723 Milwaukee Road.  Motion carried 6-0.
f)  Cigarette and Tobacco Products Retail License:  Trustee Jacobs moved, Trustee Troha seconded to approve a Cigarette and Tobacco Products Retail License for Unwilling Partners LLC d/b/a Tex’s Too at 723 Milwaukee Road.  Motion carried 6-0.
g)  Appointments by Village President:  President Tracy appointed Heath Troha to the Public Safety Committee to replace Terry Strom.  She also appointed Heath Troha to the Zoning Board of Appeals as Alternate #2 to replace Cindy Korth.  She named Batterman’s as Village’s General Engineers.
h)  Landlord/Tenant Disconnect Procedures & Application Form:  Trustee Jacobs moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded to authorize Clerk to send letters to landlords regarding new disconnect procedures as set by PSC and to begin using new application service form.  Motion carried 6-0.
9.  Approval of Checks and Invoices:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Troha seconded to approve payment of checks and invoices as follows:  General Fund $269,216.00 and Water/Sewer $106,218.38.  Motion carried 6-0.
10.  Media Questions:  Mary Ann Inman from the Clinton Topper asked when the Public Facility Space Needs Analysis would be presented to the board; it will be on the agenda for December 15, 2015.
11.  Closed Session – President Tracy moved, Trustee Nielson seconded to go into Closed Session per WI State Statute 19.85(1)(b) and (e) to consider dismissal, demotion, licensing or discipline of any public employee or person licensed by a board or commission or the investigation of charges against such person, or considering the grant or denial of tenure for a university faculty member, and the taking of formal action on any such matter, and to deliberate or negotiate the purchase of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session; specifically, the employment status of the Village Administrator.  Roll Call: President Tracy – yes, Trustee Bushue – yes, Trustee Jacobs – yes, Trustee Neilson – yes, Trustee Torkilson – yes and Trustee Troha - yes.  Motion carried 6-0; went into closed session at 8:15 p.m.  President Tracy moved, Trustee Troha seconded to return to open session.  Roll Call:  President Tracy – yes, Trustee Bushue – yes, Trustee Jacobs – yes, Trustee Nielson – yes, Trustee Torkilson – yes and Trustee Troha – yes.  Motion carried 6-0.
12.  Any Action from Closed Session:  President Tracy moved, Trustee Nielson seconded to accept the resignation of Jennifer Sheiffer dated November 16, 2015, and that the Administrator’s last day of employment and last day on the Village’s payroll will be December 15, 2015 (30 calendar days).  Roll Call:  President Tracy – yes, Trustee Bushue – yes, Trustee Jacobs – yes, Trustee Nielson – yes, Trustee Torkilson – yes and Trustee Troha – yes.  Motion carried 6-0.
