Minutes of the 10/20/15 Regular Clinton Village Board Meeting 
1. Call to Order and Roll Call – Village President Tracy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call – Present:  Village President Tracy & Trustees Bushue, Jacobs, Knibbs (arrived at 7:50 p.m.), Nielson (arrived at 7:05 p.m.), Torkilson, and Troha.  Also Present:  Administrator Sheiffer, Clerk/Treasurer Franseen, Chief Hooker, Library Director Bieber, DPW Director Johnson and interested public. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  
3. Approval of the Minutes:  Trustee Bushue moved, seconded by Trustee Torkilson to approve the minutes of the September 15, 2015 Village Board meeting.  Motion carried, 5-0.  (Minutes from the Sp. Village Board meeting of September 8, 2015 have not been turned in yet by Village Board member who took minutes) 
4. Public Appearances – none
5. Business by the Village President – None.       
6. Committee Reports – Park Bd. Chair Tracy reported Park Bd. had turned in their 2016 budget request and reviewed year end items.  Public Safety Committee reviewed the Police Department updated Operations Manual.  Public Works Committee reviewed road projects which need to be done and chose Scot Drive for 2017.  PW Committee also noted multiple road projects need to be done and equipment needs to be replaced but funding is a concern.  Trustee Troha also reported the Committee voted to recommend some funds be provided to a County drainage project that is proposed.  Forestry Board Chair Bushue reported the Forestry Board is wrapping up the new low cost tree planting program.  Nine trees were planted under the program.  The Library Bd. finished up the budget.  
7. Reports of Village Officials – Administrator Sheiffer reported  the DNR has closed the petroleum portion of the environmental clean-up at 135 Milwaukee St. but the other parts of the case remain open.  The Village has no obligation to do any more environmental testing at the location because the Village has LUG status at that site.  However, the parcel cannot be sold or used without clean-up requirements kicking in.  The DNR is going to be doing additional testing at the site at their expense.  Clerk/Treasurer Franseen reported she will be attending the annual Court Clerk conference this week and Azura has invited Board members to experience their facility.  Chief Hooker reported Mercy has a new training center open which he visited and he attended River of Life’s Fall Festival.   Library Director Bieber handed out the Library’s newsletter.

a)  Discussion and Action on 2016 Joint Powers Agreement Between Rock County and the Village of Clinton for 911 Services  Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by Trustee Torkilson to approve the agreement as proposed.  Motion carried, 6-0.
b)  Discussion and Action on Needed Repair on 2014 Police Department Squad & Related Discussion with Ford Chief Hooker explained the Village’s 2014 squad has electrical system failure at just over a year old and he has been talking with Ford’s municipal service rep. about this repair which Tom Peck Ford stated would charge approx. $1,200 to repair.  Ford has offered to do the repair for $533.45 and warranty it for 12 months/12,000 miles.  The consensus was the repair had to be done but a letter should go to Tom Peck Ford about their lack of support for the product they sold the Village.  Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to prepare a letter to be sent to Tom Peck Ford concerning the Village’s dissatisfaction with their handling of this matter.  Motion carried, 6-0.    
c)  Discussion and Action on Operator License Application  No applications for this meeting. 
d) Discussion and Action on 2016 – 2017 Service Agreement with the Humane Society of Southern Wisconsin Trustee Jacobs moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to approve the agreement as proposed.   Motion carried, 6-0.     
e) Discussion and Action on 2016 Budget Recommended by the Clinton Fire Protection District Board  Administrator Sheiffer explained their budget request in the absence of Fire District Board members.  Trustee Bushue moved, seconded by Trustee Troha to approve the recommended budget for 2016. Motion carried, 6-0.
f)  Discussion and Action on Application for Exemption from County Library Tax  Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by Trustee Torkilson to approve the application for exemption from the County library tax.   Motion carried, 6-0.
g) Discussion and Action on Agreement with Rock County for Statewide Voter Registration System Services for 2016-2017  Trustee Jacobs moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to approve the agreement as presented.  Motion carried, 6-0
h) Discussion and Action on Bids for and Service Contract for Sanitary Sewer Service Cleaning and Televising  Trustee Bushue moved, seconded by Trustee Nielson to approve the bid from Visu-Sewer and reject the other bids received and to enter into an service agreement prepared by Batterman.  Motion carried, 6-0.
i)  Discussion and Action on Proposal for Sludge Spreading  DPW Director Johnson recommended both bids received be rejected because the proposals were field specific and phosphorous is too high on the fields for spreading.  The Village can wait until spring to spread.  Trustee Torkilson moved, seconded by Trustee Troha to reject bids received.  Motion carried, 6-0.
j) Discussion and Action on Village Application for Local Road Improvement  Program (LRIP) for 2016-2017 for 2017 Project  Trustee Jacobs moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to apply for funding to re-surface Scot Drive in 2017.  Motion carried, 6-0.
k)  Discussion and Action on Recommendation from Donahue and Associates to Accept a Proposal from Giles for GeoTechnical Investigation Work for Upcoming Well and Pump Station Construction Projects and Authorize Village President to Sign Service Agreement  Administrator Sheiffer explained this project is coming in at a cost way beyond what Donahue had presented to the Village Board in March.  She indicated she would be discussing this with Ed Nevers of Donahue this week to determine what has occurred.  Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by Trustee Troha to accept the proposal as recommended by Donohue and authorize the Village President to enter into an agreement acceptable to the Village Attorney.  Motion carried, 6-0.
