Minutes of the 9/15/15 Regular Clinton Village Board Meeting 
1. Call to Order and Roll Call – Village President Tracy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Roll Call – Present:  Village President Tracy & Trustees Bushue, Jacobs, Knibbs, Nielson (arrived at 7:05 p.m.), and Torkilson.   Absent:  Trustee Troha.  Also Present:  Administrator Sheiffer, Clerk/Treasurer Franseen, Chief Hooker, Library Director Bieber and interested public. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Public Hearing on proposed Ordinance No. 2015-3 was opened and closed with no public present for this item.
3. Approval of the Minutes:  President Bushue moved, seconded by Trustee Torkilson to approve the minutes of the August 18, 2015 Village Board meeting.  Motion carried, 5-0. 
4. Public Appearances – none
5. Business by the Village President – None.       
6. Committee Reports – Park Bd. Chair Tracy reported Park Bd. had turned in their 2016 budget request.  Forestry Board Chair Bushue reported the Forestry Board is busy with the new low cost tree planting program.  He also reported Forestry Bd. will not be submitting a 2016 urban forestry grant application to the DNR because they have run out of time to complete the preparation of the application with other programs in process.  
7. Reports of Village Officials – Administrator Sheiffer reported  the Village’s property ins. premium through the State’s Local Gov. Property Ins. program for 2016 is estimated to increase by $26,000.  In anticipation of that, the Village has applied for property ins. coverage through the Leagues new Municipal Property Ins. Program.  If the Village changes it’s deductible from $500 to $2,500, the annual premium will increase less than $2,000.  Sheiffer indicated she was going to pursue the deductible change unless any Bd member wanted this brought forward as an agenda item.  Sheiffer also reported on the final cost for the Arthur Dr. re-surfacing project which was completed for less than the engineer’s estimated cost.  Clerk/Treasurer Franseen reported there are a number of elections next year and more election workers are needed.  She requested that interested people contact her.  Chief Hooker reported the Village Attorney has completed a review of the updated operations manual for the Department and Officer Walz has completed instruction on being a certified instructor.   Library Director Bieber reported the Library Board is working on the 2016 budget. 
8. Old Business 
a)  Discussion and Action on Cost Sharing Request from Gary Hahn Concerning Drainage Improvements in the Town of Clinton  Trustee Knibbs moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to send this to Public Works Committee for further review and answers to questions.  Motion carried, 4-2.   
9. New Business - 
a)  Discussion and Action on Proposed Ordinance No. 2015-3 An Ordinance to Amend Chapter 50 titled “Zoning”   Administrator Sheiffer briefly explained this ordinance change mainly  eases development standards for existing businesses desiring to make improvements to be more consistent with the application of standards among existing businesses.
b)  Discussion and Action on Service Agreement with Strand Associates for Public Facilities Needs Assessment  Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by President Tracy to approve the service agreement with Strand in the amount of $9,300 ($8,800 as proposed plus $500 for presentation to the Village Board).   
c)  Discussion and Action on Operator License Application Trustee Bushue moved, seconded by President Tracy to approve the operator license for Jared Brandl as submitted.  Motion carried, 6-0. 
d) Discussion and Direction on Possible Strategic Planning with Town Partners for Fire/EMS Services  In Preparation for New Fire District Agreement (2017 on) Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to direct the Village Administrator to prepare a resolution for Village Board action that would serve as the basis for approaching the Towns about meeting to discuss staffing for emergency medical services.    Motion carried, 6-0.     
e) Discussion and Direction on Property Maintenance Violations at 402 Allen Street  Trustee Nielson moved, seconded by Trustee Jacobs to approve having the Village Building Inspector complete an interior and exterior inspection of 402 Allen Street to document the extent of the building code and nuisance code violations at the property.    Motion carried, 5-1.
f)  Discussion and Action on Special Event Permit for the River of Life United Methodist Fall Festival to be Held Saturday, October 10, 2015.  Trustee Torkilson moved, seconded by Trustee Bushue to approve the event permit as submitted.  Motion carried, 6-0.
10. Approval of Checks, Invoices and Purchase Orders – Trustee Torkilson moved, seconded by Trustee Jacobs to approve payment of the checks and invoices as follows:  general fund in the amount of $91,347.17 and water utility/sewer utility checks in the amount of $57,094.12 as listed on the batch cover sheet.    Motion carried, 6-0.

Roll Call vote:  President Tracy – yes, Trustee Bushue – yes, Trustee Jacobs – yes, Trustee Knibbs – yes, Trustee Nielson – yes, and Trustee Torkilson – yes.  Motion carried, 6-0.  Trustee Torkilson moved, seconded by Trustee Nielson to return to open session.  Motion carried, 6-0.
