
 MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER 16, 2019 FINANCE
COMMITTEE MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Chair Torkilson called the Finance Committee Meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL: Present: Chair Torkilson, President Peterson, Trustees Brown, Bushue and Troha.  Trustee Risseeuw arrived at 6:04 p.m.  Trustee Ewers was absent.  Also present Treasurer Franseen, Library Director Bieber, Clerk Jacobs and Chief Hooker.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Trustee Bushue moved, President Peterson seconded to approve the minutes from August 19, 2019.  Motion carried 6-0. 
NEW BUSINESS:
1)  Trustee Bushue moved, President Peterson seconded to recommend to the Village Board to continue with the debit cards that department heads have through Town Bank.  Motion carried 6-0.
2)  President Peterson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to recommend to the Village Board to set maximum meal reimbursement at $13 for breakfast, $14 for lunch and $23 for dinner.  Receipts must be itemized receipts.  Receipts submitted that do not show detail will not be reimbursed.   Motion carried 6-0.
3)  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded to recommend to the board to purchase an additional phone line for the police department and for the clerk’s office and a cordless phone for the clerk’s office.  Motion carried 6-0.
4)  Trustee Troha moved, President Peterson seconded to table “Elimination of the Utility Clerk position”.  Motion carried 6-0.  

5)  Trustee Troha moved, President Peterson seconded to move into Closed Session pursuant to WI State Statute 19.85(1)(e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Specifically – purchase of land.  Roll Call vote:  Torkilson – yes, Brown – yes, Bushue – yes, Peterson – yes, Risseeuw – yes, and Troha – yes.  Treasurer Franseen remained.  Finance Committee went into closed session at 6:27 p.m.  

6)  Committee returned to open session at 6:38 p.m.  Trustee Risseeuw moved, President Peterson seconded to recommend to the Village Board to purchase the empty lot at the corner of Allen and Front Streets from Aileen Geffs for $50,000 (money coming from savings); Mary Gilbank-Peterson will prepare offer to purchase at no charge.  Roll Call vote:  Torkilson – yes, Brown – yes, Bushue – yes, Peterson – yes, Risseeuw – yes and Troha – yes.  Motion carried 6-0.

7)  The next meeting will be on Monday, October 14, 2019 at 6 p.m.

ADJOURNMENT:  President Peterson moved, Trustee Troha seconded to adjourn at 6:43 p.m.
