VILLAGE OF CLINTON
POLICY FOR CITIZENS WISHING TO SPEAK AT PUBLIC MEETINGS

The following policy is in effect regarding citizens wishing to speak during public meetings. 
· Citizens are only allowed to speak during the time on the agenda specified for citizen participation and comment.

· Citizens must stand, state their name, address, and what they wish to talk about.

· The board/committee will only listen to comments, they will not respond.

· No questions will be answered during the meeting. If further discussion is deemed necessary, the board may put the item on a future meeting agenda or email a response to the citizen.

· No personal attacks on staff, board/committee members or citizens will be tolerated.

· If the President/Chair determines that any speaker is out of order, they will be asked to end their comments and take a seat.

· Anyone declining to follow the directions of the President/Chair will be escorted from the building.

· Public comments are limited to a maximum of 3 minutes per person.
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
