2. 4.  Reports:
a)  Administrator Risse reported: on Friday phone people are coming to straighten out bugs in the new phone system, Sitzberger (auditors) are also coming to agree upon a different lead auditor, work is moving forward on our new IT server and updates on the computers, there is a construction interest on 3 lots on Shu-Lar Lane, the Police Chief Forum went well, still looking for a Clerk, and have found a person interested in running for Judge.  
b)  Chief Hooker said Public Safety Committee did not meet.
c)  DPW Johnson reported there are items on the agenda from his committee.
d)  Treasurer Franseen said tax bills were mailed with help from Public Works guys.
e)  Deputy Clerk Franseen said Mary Ann Inman pointed out that the committee listing on the website is dated February 2019.  As soon as Pam can locate the updated listing, she will post it.  And if anyone else finds incorrect information on the website, please let her know. 
f) Library Director Bieber said Winter Wonderland had 120 people come through the library.  They entered a float.
