


[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the 1/21/2019 Clinton Village Board Meeting
1. Call to Order – Village President Tracy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.			        Roll Call – Present:  Village President Tracy & Trustees Bushue, Ewers, Nielson, Peterson, and Torkilson. Absent was Troha. Also present:  Chief Hooker (Administrator), Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Jacobs, Library Director Bieber, and Public Works Director Johnson. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Ewers seconded to approve minutes from Village Board Meeting December 17, 2018 as presented. Motion carried 6-0. 
3. Public Appearances – none
4. President Tracy – none
5. Committee Reports –
d) Public Safety – Chief Hooker stated that the committee had interviewed 3 Lieutenant candidates.
e) Clinton Fire District -  Trustee Ewers stated that interviews have been completed for the officer positions.
h) Emergency Management Committee – Chief Hooker stated that the committee discussed the recent gas leak in town, the evacuation that took place because of the leak, and also talked about the statewide active shooter training.
6. Reports of Village Officials:  none
7. New Business:
a) Operator Licenses:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded the approval of operator licenses for Sherry Titus (Flower Barrel) and Brittany Wixom (Flower Barrel). Motion carried 6-0.
b) Type C Liquor License Application for Flower Barrel:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded the approval of Type C Liquor License for Flower Barrel. Motion carried 6-0.
c) Purchase and Resale of 316 Mill St:  Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to purchase and resell the property at 316 Mill St. Motion carried 6-0.
d) 2019 Water Budget:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded the approval of the 2019 Water Budget. Motion carried 6-0.
e) 2019 Sewer Budget:   Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded the approval of the 2019 Sewer Budget. Motion carried 6-0.
f) Request from Clinton Public Library Foundation for Village to Pay for Engineering and Architectural Fees for 215 Front St. and a Vacant Parcel:  Library Director Bieber corrected that it was the Library Board, not the Library Foundation making the request. The fees total $5900 to look at the building at 215 Front St. and $2000 to look at the vacant land, for a total of $7900, for the assessment. Public Works Director Johnson stated that several hundred feet of sewer line would need to be run to be able to utilize the vacant land across County J from the Jake’s Electric Building. Chief Hooker also stated that there is a natural gas transfer station next to the land. The Library Board wants to look at the vacant land because they do not like the idea of a new library next to an alley. The Library Board wants to know they have the support of the Village, because they know they can’t raise the 3.4 million dollars potentially needed for a new building. Village President Tracy moved, Trustee Peterson seconded the approval of payment of $2000 toward the assessment on the 215 Front St. building only. Motion carried 6-0. 
8. Purchase Orders: 
a) Water Tower Mixing System, Cleaning and Inspection:  Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded the approval of the purchase order.  Motion carried 6-0.
b) Well House Upgrades:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Nielson seconded the approval of the purchase order. Motion carried 6-0.
c) Repairs and Replacements at Department of Public Works Buildings:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded the approval of the purchase order. Motion carried 6-0.
9. Approval of Checks and Invoices:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Peterson seconded to approve payment of checks and invoices as follows:  General Fund $1,042,550.02 and Water/Sewer $253,481.18. Motion carried 6-0.
10. Media Questions – none
11. Closed Session per WI State Statute 19.85(1)(c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation, or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility: Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to go into closed session.  Roll Call:  President Tracy – yes, Trustee Bushue – yes, Trustee Ewers – yes, Trustee Nielson – yes, Trustee Peterson – yes, Trustee Torkilson – yes. Moved into closed session at 7:55 p.m. Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Peterson seconded to reconvene in open session at 8:40 p.m. Trustee Nielson moved, Trustee Peterson seconded to hire Officer Rick Sears as the Lieutenant for the Clinton Police Department. Motion carried 6-0.
12. Adjournment Trustee Ewers moved, Trustee Peterson seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:41 p.m. Motion carried 6-0.
