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1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees, Brown, Bushue, Ewers, Torkilson and Troha. Also present:  Chief Hooker (Administrator), Treasurer Franseen, Public Works Director Johnson, Clerk Jacobs, and Library Director Bieber.
2. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded approval of Minutes of the May 20, 2019 Regular Village Board Meeting as presented. Motion carried 6-0.
3. Public Appearances  - None
4. Business by Village President – None
5. Committee Reports
a) Finance Committee – Committee met immediately prior to the Village Board meeting and the items discussed in committee will be taken up by the board later in the meeting.
b) Park Board - The Park Board met the new chairperson, discussed repairs needed at the parks and talked about how to improve communication with the Pubic Works Department. 
d) Clinton Fire District – Trustee Ewers stated that one person resigned from the department and one person was hired. The Fire Board discussed equipment needs. The department finished their public education for the school year.
