


[bookmark: _GoBack]Minutes of the 3/18/2019 Clinton Village Board Meeting
1. Call to Order – Village President Tracy called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.			        Roll Call – Present:  Village President Tracy & Trustees Bushue, Ewers, Peterson, Torkilson, and Troha. Absent was Nielson. Also present:  Chief Hooker (Administrator), Treasurer Franseen, Library Director Bieber, and Clerk Jacobs. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Troha seconded to approve minutes from Village Board Meeting February 18, 2019 with the correction of the meeting date. The date on the minutes read 1/21/2019 Village Board Meeting, changed to the correct date of 2/18/2019. Motion carried 6-0. 
3. Public Appearances - None
4. Business by Village President – The Village Board received thank you notes from the Clinton Historical Society and the Clinton Cemetery for the annual support from the Village.
e) Clinton Fire District - Trustee Ewers stated that February was a busy month for ambulance runs. There are positions coming up for reappointment on the Fire District Board and the Administrator and Village President were invited to come to the next Fire District Board meeting for the swearing in of the new board members.
f) Public Works – Trustee Troha stated that the Public Works committee had met on March 12, and discussed the filter system, phosphorous alternative plan and the purchase of trucks.
5. Reports of Village Officials:  
a) Chief of Police/Administrator – Chief Hooker stated that  the investigation into the shooting is progressing well. There was a SWAT raid as part of that investigation and it went well. As Administrator, Chief Hooker invited the Village Board members to tour the police department after the meeting to see the new security upgrades that have been completed. 
b) Treasurer – Treasurer Franseen stated that she was waiting for adjusting entries from the auditors.
c) Clerk – Clerk Jacobs stated that she is preparing for the April 2 election.
d) Library Director – Library Director Bieber stated that preparations for the summer reading program are being completed. The Library is partnering with the Sharon Library for a Home School Geography Club. There are about 30 children attending. The Art at the Butterfly fundraiser took place and preliminary estimates are that 200 people attended and $7000 was raised. There is a Library Board meeting on March 19, 2019.
6. New Business:
a) Operator Licenses: none  
b) Replacing Debit Cards with Credit Cards:  Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Peterson seconded replacing Village debit cards with credit cards. Motion carried 6-0.
c) Cell Phone Reimbursement:  President Tracy motioned, Trustee Peterson seconded that cell phone reimbursement will not be treated as taxable income. Motion carried 6-0.
d) Moving Utility Billing under the Clerk for Separation of Duties per the Auditors:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Peterson seconded moving the utility billing under the Clerk. Motion carried 6-0.
e) Meal per Diem for Training Conferences:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Troha seconded giving employees a check for $40 per day for meals prior to attending a training conference. Motion carried 6-0.
f) Moving Park Fund Monies:  President Tracy moved, Trustee Troha seconded moving the park money in the Money Market – Heldt Paulson Park account into the Government Investment – Park Playground account. Motion carried 6-0.
g) Resolution 2019-02, Formally Designating Library Funds to LGIP Account:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Troha seconded adopting Resolution 2019-02. Motion carried 6-0.
h) Resolution 2019-03, Amending the 2018 Budget:  Tabled until April meeting.
i)  Resolution 2019-04, Recognizing April 25, 2019 as Stand Against Racism Day in the Village of Clinton:  President Tracy moved, Trustee Troha seconded adopting Resolution 2019-04. Motion carried 6-0.
j) Changing April Village Board Meeting Date:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Peterson seconded changing the April Village Board Meeting to April 22, 2019 at 7:00 pm. Motion carried 6-0.
k) Well #3 Filtration System Cost:  Tabled until April meeting.
l) Well #3 Pilot Test for Potential Filter System:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Peterson seconded spending $7000 for the Pilot Test for Well #3. Motion carried 6-0.
m) Simplified Water Rate Case:  Tabled until April Meeting.
n) Wastewater Engineer’s Report and Recommendation on Proposed Phosphorous Alternative Plan:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Bushue seconded moving forward with the Phosphorous Alternative Plan. Motion carried 6-0.
o) Camera System for Village Hall:  Trustee Peterson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded approving purchase of camera system for the Police Department interview room. Motion carried 6-0.
7. Purchase Orders: 
a) Purchase Order for Truck(s):  Tabled until April meeting.
8. Approval of Checks and Invoices:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Ewers seconded to approve payment of checks and invoices as follows:  General Fund $890,234.07 and Water/Sewer $61,051.11. Motion carried 6-0.
9. Media Questions – Ryan Wellnitz from the Clinton Fire Board stated that the collection rate for ambulance runs for the Clinton Fire Protection District is about 60%, which is good for this area. The loan for the Fire District turnout gear has been paid off and the ambulance loan should be paid off soon.
10. Adjournment Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Ewers seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:25 p.m. Motion carried 6-0.
