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1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees, Brown, Bushue, Ewers, and Troha. Also present:  Chief Hooker (Administrator), Treasurer Franseen, Public Works Director Johnson, Clerk Jacobs, and Library Director Bieber.
2. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Troha seconded approval of Minutes of the April 22, 2019 Organizational Meeting and Regular Village Board Meeting as presented. Motion carried 5-0.
3. Public Appearances 
c) Mary Ann Inman presented board members with a portion of a letter that the library foundation will be mailing out.

5. Committee Reports
d) Clinton Fire District – Trustee Ewers stated that there were 36 EMS and 10 Fire runs in April. The fire district is looking to hire two part time employees in May and one more in June.
f) Library Board – Library Director Bieber said that the new school district representative on the Library Board is Avery Watkins. She replaces Susan Anderson.
6. Reports of Village Officials:  
a) Chief of Police/Administrator – Chief Hooker stated that the police recognition dinner had been held on May 15. Several awards were presented to officers at the dinner. As Administrator, Chief Hooker said that the economic development committee will begin working soon.
