


Minutes of the October 21, 2019 Clinton Village Board Meeting

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees, Brown, Bushue,  Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha. Also present:  Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Jacobs, Library Director Bieber, and Police Chief Hooker. Trustee Ewers was absent.
2. Closed Session – Item moved to end of the agenda
4. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded approval of Minutes of the September 16, 2019 Regular Village Board Meeting and the September 10, 2019 Joint Board meeting as presented. Motion carried 6-0.
5. Public Appearances - None
6. Business by Village President – None
7. Committee Reports
b) Park Board – Trustee Brown stated that they are selling the ice rink, looking into the possibility of restrooms at Herb Reffue Park, and working on having new art for the Art in the Park sign.
c) Public Safety – Trustee Torkilson stated that the committee discussed the 2020 budget and the vacant biofuel plant in the industrial park, which is being investigated by the DNR.
d) Clinton Fire District – Ryan Wellnitz stated that the fire board approved an organizational chart, they are creating a job description for the fire chief, the parking lot will be repaired in 2020, and they are working on a 5 year capital improvement plan.
e) Public Works – Trustee Troha stated that the committee discussed the yard waste ordinance, a possible dog park, and reviewed the 2020 budget. 
j) Economic Development Committee Roger Johnson stated that the committee is moving forward on potential projects.
8. Reports of Village Officials:  
a) Administrator – Administrator Risse stated that is putting information together to be able to post the Chief of Police position, has been working on the budget, looking at personnel files, and looking into doing employee annual reviews.
b) Chief of Police– Chief Hooker stated that the department has been busy working on the investigation into the recent stabbing and is confident that they will have a successful resolution to the investigation.
c) Treasurer – Treasurer Franseen is working on the 2020 budget. 
d) Clerk – Clerk Jacobs is helping Treasurer Franseen with the 2020 budget and beginning work on property tax bills.
d) Library Director – Library Director Bieber welcomed Administrator Risse to the Village.
e) Public Works – DPW Johnson stated that the water tower will be shut down on November 11 for the installation of the bubble system. The water tower should be back up and running on November 14. Soil samples will be taken on Westview Avenue the week of October 28.
9. New Business:
a) Operator Licenses:   President Peterson moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded to approve operator license for Tyearra Bulloch (Clinton Foods. Motion carried 6-0.
b) Elimination of Utility Clerk Position:  Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Troha seconded to table to November meeting. Motion carried 6-0.
c) Employees Who Can Have Debit Cards:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to allow Chief David Hooker, Administrator Dan Risse, Public Works Director Roger Johnson and Library Director Mary Bieber to have debit card and have Attorney Joos write a policy regarding debit card use. Motion carried 6-0.
d) Adding Dan Risse as a Signer on All Village Bank Accounts:  President Peterson moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded to add Administrator Dan Risse as a signer on all Village bank accounts. Motion carried 6-0.
e) Resolution 2019-18:  Trustee Torkilson moved, President Peterson seconded to adopt Resolution 2019-18 Allowing employees to choose an additional Dental Insurance Plan. Motion carried 6-0.
f) Ordinance 2019-4:  Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Troha seconded to table until Attorney Joos has approved the ordinance. Motion carried 6-0.
g) Ordinance 2019-5:  Trustee Risseeuw moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded to table until Attorney Joos has approved the ordinance. Motion carried 6-0.
h) Posting Chief of Police Position:  Trustee Risseeuw moved, President Peterson seconded to have Administrator Risse post the position on October 28, 2019 with any comments or questions from the board regarding the posting being submitted to Administrator Risse by October 25, 2019. Motion carried 6-0. 
i) Next Finance Committee Meeting Date and Time: The next Finance Committee meeting was set for Monday, October 28, 2019 at 6:00 p.m. at the Village Hall.
j) 2020 Budget:  Treasurer Franseen presented the board with information regarding the 2020 budget, so that the trustees could look it over prior to the Finance Committee meeting on October 28.
