


Minutes for Park and Recreation Board Meeting October 1, 2019

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Filomena Brown at 6:06 p.m. 
Roll Call:  Present were Chair Filomena Brown, Mary Lou Nimz, Carol Hahn, Leann Peterson, and Art Bushue. Also present was Village Clerk, Andrea Jacobs.
The repairs at Gert Wolter Park were inspected. The parking lot at Heldt-Paulson Park was looked at, the signs at Herb Reffue Park were looked at, and Farmer’s Park was toured. The board then moved the meeting to the Clinton Village Hall.
Approval of Minutes:  Carol Hahn moved, Mary Lou Nimz seconded to approve minutes from the September 9, 2019 meeting as presented. Motion carried 5-0.
Business:
1. Report from Garden Club:  None
2. Report from Liaison to Department of Public Works:  Mary Lou Nimz reported that the walls of the pavilion at Gert Wolter Park have been sealed. Bringing in gravel to level the parking lot at Gert Wolter Park would cost $1550, and gravel to level the approach at Heldt-Paulson would cost $475. There are citizens interested in putting a dog park in at Heldt-Paulson Park. DPW recommends selling the skating rink. Information about possible restrooms at Herb Reffue Park was given to Mary Lou Nimz by DPW Director Johnson. Leann Peterson moved, Mary Lou Nimz seconded to sell the ice rink. Motion carried 5-0.
3. Financial Report:  A summary financial report was provided to each member by Village Treasurer Franseen. Carrying over unused funds to next year was discussed. No action was taken. The 2020 park budget was discussed. No action was taken.
4. Advertising:  Tabled to November meeting.
5. Next Board Meeting Date and Time:  The next meeting was set for Monday, November, 11, 2019, 6:00 p.m. at Village Hall.
6. Adjournment:  Art Bushue motioned, Mary Lou Nimz seconded adjourning the meeting at 8:05 p.m. Motion carried 5-0.
