Public Comments Policy

Public individuals who wish to address the board may do so during the public comment section of the Village Board agenda given the provisions below.  

Public individuals who wish to list their issue on the agenda must do so with the Village Clerk by 10:00 a.m. on the Thursday prior to the meeting.  Individuals who list their topic have ten minutes to address the board on the particular topic. Should an individual wish to speak longer, he or she may receive an additional five minutes with the consent of the majority of the board.  For items listed on the agenda, the Village Board may choose to take action on the particular item.  

Public individuals who wish to address the board but who have not listed the item of discussion on the agenda shall be allowed up to five minutes to address the board.  Should an individual wish to speak longer, he or she may receive an additional five minutes with the consent of the majority of the board.   The Village Board may not take action on items that are not listed on the agenda other than to refer the item to a future date for action or to have staff investigate the item further.   

Public individuals may not address the board at any other time during the meeting unless there is consent of the majority of the board or the board asks a specific question to an individual in accordance with Village Ordinance 2.49.

Individuals should always state their name and address of their home or business that they represent before they proceed to speak to the board.  

Staff may request to address the board at any time during the meeting.  Staff may also respond if asked a specific question by the board.  
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
