
 MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 19, 2019 FINANCE
COMMITTEE MEETING

CALL TO ORDER:  Chair Torkilson called the Finance Committee Meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL: Present: Chair Torkilson, President Peterson, Trustees Brown, Bushue, Ewers, Risseeuw and Troha.   Also present Treasurer Franseen, Library Director Bieber, Clerk Jacobs and DPW Johnson.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Trustee Bushue moved, President Peterson seconded to approve the minutes from July 15, 2019.  Motion carried 7-0. 
NEW BUSINESS:
1)  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to recommend to the Village Board to purchase a laptop for Chief Hooker; Court Clerk Franseen will get his old one to use for court; money to come from court revenues.  Motion carried 7-0.
2)  Trustee Troha moved, President Peterson seconded to pay for an antenna for the police department with money from contingency expense line.  Motion carried 7-0.

Note: this purchase was already made as it was an emergency; officers weren’t able to hear radios in the office.
3)  Treasurer Franseen went over year-to-date revenues and expenses; explaining areas where budget amendments will be made.  The approximate balance of the contingency expense line is $5,500.  After Administrator Hooker is paid through August 30th, the balance of wages for administrator will be approximately $5,833.
4)  President Peterson moved, Trustee Troha seconded to move into Closed Session pursuant to WI State Statute 19.85(1)(c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  Specifically 2019 administrative wages.  Roll Call vote:  Torkilson – yes, Brown – yes, Bushue – yes, Ewers – yes, Peterson – yes, Risseeuw – yes, and Troha – yes.  DPW Johnson and Treasurer Franseen were told to remain.  Finance Committee went into closed session at 6:31 p.m.  Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded to table this to a special meeting on August 29th at 6:30 p.m. 
ADJOURNMENT:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded to adjourn at 6:47 p.m.
