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1. The meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. by Library Board President, Ean Hickock. Members of the Library Board present were Ean Hickock, Dina Knibbs, Theresa Wellnitz, and Avery Watkins. Members of the Village Board present were Tom Peterson, Filomena Brown, Art Bushue, and Ron Torkilson. Members of the Library Foundation Present were Bill Lock, Stephanie DeLong, Melanie Stevens, Chris Piehler Vance, Ray Vance, Liliana Parodi, Gary Sommers, and Mary Ann Inman. There were approximately 100 area residents present.

2. There were 15 members of the public who spoke about whether or not they felt there was a need for a different library building, specifically the building at 215 Front Street. Comments centered around a lack of space in the current facility, the location of the Front Street building, the space needed for programming, and the ability to have more books available in a larger building.
