MILWAUKEE STREET CONSTRUCTION

As you have seen by now signs have gone up for the work on Milwaukee Street. The contractor had not informed the Village how the construction project would proceed as there were outstanding issues with possible changes in the contract.  Those issues are now resolved and we have a tentative work schedule for this project.

The Milwaukee Street project includes the following:

· Storm Sewer Repairs
· Sanitary Sewer Repairs
· Sidewalk Repairs
· Curb, Gutter, and Driveway Approach Repair
· Partial Milling and Overlay of the Street

The work will be for the entire length of Milwaukee Street within the Village.  Work will start on the west side of Milwaukee Street and move eastward. Today the necessary saw cuts in the street will be done from Church Street west on Milwaukee.  Work on Milwaukee Street east of Church Street cannot be done until Walworth County completes there work on County Hwy X, which will be in July.

The Contractor plans to start this week from the west side removing curb and gutter and doing any necessary repairs to storm and sanitary sewer as they move eastward.

If you live on Milwaukee Street you will have access to your driveway and the street most of the time. There will be times, however, that due to work in front of your home/business, or there may be digging across the street, or the gutter or approach has been cemented, that access will be limited for a period of time.  We hope to keep that at a minimum.

Road Closed:  The signs say Road Closed, so if you don’t live on Milwaukee Street or are going to one of the business, please take the detour through the Industrial Park to Church Street or Church Street through the Industrial Park.
