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2018 Construction Projects
Construction projects in the Village will include the following streets:
· Allen Street – From Cross Street to Milwaukee Street
· Highland Park Avenue 
· Karen Lane
· Sue Lane
Construction on these streets should start after the 4th of July.
Allen Street construction will consist of milling and overlay of the blacktop and replacement of some curb and gutter.  
Highland Park Avenue will consist of re-lining of the sanitary sewer, total curb and gutter replacement with mill and overlay of the blacktop.  The re-lining of the sewer will be done from the manholes on the street and there should be no excavation.  This process will take place in June prior to the construction work. For most of the street, one foot of the driveway approach will be cut out and replaced when the gutter is poured.  The engineer has recommended some approaches to be completely replaced.  If you have an approach that needs to be replaced, you will receive a separate letter discussing the cost.
Karen Lane will have sections of curb and gutter replaced with mill and overlay of the blacktop.  If the gutter is going to be replaced in front of your driveway, one foot of the approach will be cut out and replaced when the gutter is poured. If your approach needs to be completely replaced, you will receive a separate letter discussing the cost.  A storm sewer needs to be installed on the west side of Karen Lane in the terrace and will run south several hundred feet to fix a drainage problem from the lots on Arthur Drive.  Some trees may need to be removed to install the storm sewer.  We will make every attempt to not remove the trees but it may be necessary.  If your terrace trees will be affected you will receive another letter to discuss this.
Sue Lane will have sections of curb and gutter replaced with mill and overlay of the blacktop.
All the streets will have the sewer manholes and water boxes adjusted and replaced if necessary.  During the construction process, you should have access to the street most of the time night.  There are times when access my not be possible so you may wish to plan where to park if this happens.  Access to driveways may be limited at times and will be non-accessible after the gutter and approaches are replaced for several days. Construction should be complete by the end of August.
