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1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees, Brown, Bushue,  Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha. Also present:  Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Jacobs, Library Director Bieber, and Police Chief Hooker.
2. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded approval of Minutes of the August 19, 2019 Regular Village Board Meeting as presented. Motion carried 6-0.
3. Public Appearances 
a) Jim Brewer, Clinton Community School District Administrator – Jim Brewer highlighted some of the district’s accomplishments over the last few years, and what their goals are for this year.
d) Library Foundation – Mary Ann Inman stated that the Foundation is looking for grants to help pay for a new building for the library. 
4. Business by Village President – None
5. Committee Reports
a) Finance Committee – Committee met immediately prior to the Village Board meeting and the items discussed in committee will be taken up by the board later in the meeting.
b)  Park Board – Trustee Brown stated that they are looking at gravel for parking areas, a new sign, and advertising to promote the parks.
c) Public Safety – There is a budget meeting on October 17, 2019 at 6:00 pm.
e) Clinton Fire District – Ryan Wellnitz stated that the department is implementing new training requirements, working on recruitment, getting estimates for parking lot repair for next year and that Chief Wright is resigning as of February 1, 2020.
g) Library Board – Library Board member Avery Watkins thanked the Village Board for attending the joint meeting with the Library Board and the Library Foundation. She said there were about 120 people in attendance and the feedback has been positive.
h) Emergency Management Committee – Chief Hooker stated that the committee will be meeting in October.
j) Economic Development Committee – Mary Gilbank-Peterson stated that the committee is moving forward toward developing vacant land that is owned by the Village . Packets have been put together for new residents/businesses. The committee has talked to the Beloit Economic Development Committee.
6. Reports of Village Officials:  
a) Chief of Police– Chief Hooker stated that the department has a part time officer who is being deployed for a year. Officer David Cliffe has been put on the Rock County Human Trafficking Task Force. The Sherriff’s department is holding a 40 hour training on mental health, which 2 Clinton officers will attend. Chief Hooker announced that he is retiring as of January 1, 2020.
b) Treasurer – Treasurer Franseen is working on the 2020 budget. 
c) Clerk – Clerk Jacobs is helping Treasurer Franseen with the 2020 budget.

d) Continuing with Village Debit Cards:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Troha seconded to continue with debit cards instead of changing to credit cards. Motion carried 6-0.
e) Security Camera in Back Office of the Village Clerk’s Office:  This camera was not operational, due to the distance from the wireless camera to the base, per Chief Hooker. No action was taken.
f) Reimbursing for Meals for Conferences, Trainings, and Meetings:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Bushue seconded setting a maximum meal reimbursement at $13 for breakfast, $14 for lunch, $23 for dinner, including taxes and gratuity. Itemized receipts must be submitted for reimbursement. Motion carried 6-0.
g)  Additional Phone Line for Police Department and Clerk’s Office and Cordless Phone for Clerk’s Office:  Trustee Torkilson motioned, President Peterson seconded purchasing an additional phone line for the police department and the clerk’s office and a cordless phone for the clerk’s office. Motion carried 6-0.
h) Elimination of Utility Clerk Position:  Trustee Risseeuw moved, Trustee Bushue seconded to table. Motion carried 6-0. 
i) Ordinance 2019-3, Village of Clinton, Rock County Wisconsin, Public Officials Ethics and Duties: President Peterson moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded adoption of Ordinance 2019-3. Motion carried 6-0.
j) Beginning Search for Interim Administrator:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded beginning the search process for an interim administrator. Motion carried 6-0.
k) Pay Estimate #3 for Milwaukee Street Project:  Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded approving payment of Pay Estimate #3 for the Milwaukee Street Project. Motion carried 6-0.
8. Purchase Orders:  None 
9. Approval of Checks and Invoices:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Brown seconded to approve payment of checks and invoices as follows:  General Fund $1,512,304.19 and Water/Sewer $42,806.69. Motion carried 6-0.
