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1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board Meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees Brown, Bushue, Ewers, Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha.  
Also present:  Administrator Risse and Treasurer Franseen.  
2.    Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Brown seconded to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting on December 16, 2019 and minutes of the Special Village Board Meetings on December 18 and December 30, 2019.  Motion carried 7-0.
3.  Public Appearances – Jessica Tracy went over the Clinton Senior Center 2019 Annual Report.  
4.  Reports:
a)  Administrator Risse thanked the crowd for attending and supporting the new employees.  He announced there will be a reception for them after the meeting.  He reported that the computer servers have been split and a new phone line had been added in the clerk’s office and police department.

c) Repeal of the Old Emergency Management Ordinance and Adoption of the New Emergency Management Ordinance #2020-1.  Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Troha seconded to table this matter until February meeting.  Motion carried 7-0.
d) Oath of Office:  Deputy Clerk Franseen had the honor of administering the Oath of Office to Police Chief Schultz, Judge Alonzo and Clerk Ciepley.
6.  Purchase Orders:  none.
7.  Approval of Checks and Invoices:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Brown seconded to approve checks and invoices for General Fund in the amount of $590,836.73 and Water/Sewer in the amount of $69,839.15.  Motion carried 7-0.
