c) Pay estimate #2 – 2020 Street Project Trustee Troha motioned and Trustee Aarud seconded motion to pay the 2nd estimate of the 2020 Street Project. Motion carried 6-0
d) Compliance Maintenance Annual Report Trustee Torkilson motioned and Trustee Aarud seconded motion to accept the Compliance Maintenance Annual Report.  Motion carried 6-0
e) Restrictive covenant for 2 parcels at 504 Church Street President Peterson motioned and Trustee Torkilson seconded motion to approve the restrictive covenant for 2 parcels at 504 Church Street. Motion carried 6-0
