


                            Minutes of February 17, 2020 Clinton Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board Meeting to order at 7:00 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees Brown, Bushue, Ewers, Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha.  
Also present:  Administrator Risse, Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Ciepley, Library Director Bieber, DPW Johnson, Chief Shultz and Attorney Joos.  
2.    Approval of Minutes – Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting on January 20, 2020. Motion carried 7-0.
3.  Public Appearances – Tim Hollwedel expressed how much the library means to him.  
4.  Reports:
a)  Chief of Police-Public Safety Committee Chief Shultz reported that the dog ordinances are being revised; meeting with DA regarding stabbing incident; provided training to officers.
b)  Public Works Director Johnson reported bid for basement work is on agenda; Bids to pave Westview avenue and sidewalks for Country Walk Subdivision will be presented to the board at March board meeting and DPW is moving ahead with Well #3 filter project
c)  Treasurer Franseen reported that the 2019 books have been closed and will be sending items to the auditor; 11 personal property tax bills outstanding; 4 sidewalk bills outstanding.
d)  Clerk Ciepley notary application is complete, training for election on 2/18/2020. 
e) Library Director-Library Board Bieber Director Bieber reported that the 2019 Annual report is almost complete and shared some of the numbers with the board

i) Clinton Fire District Trustee Ewers reported that he did not have the number of runs for January, in process of hiring new chief

m) Administrator Risse welcomed Roger back; reported on the work needed for the basement; cleaning upstairs “balcony” area in preparation for more room for the Police Department and file storage; completing job descriptions in preparation for review process; attended fire district meeting.

a) Operator Licenses:   Chief Shultz recommended to the board that they grant an operator’s license to Shelby Dammen (Cougar Lanes).  Trustee Bushue moved, Trustee Torkilson seconded to grant an operator’s license to Shelby Dammen.  Motion carried 7-0.
b) Ordinance #2020-1 Adoption of new Emergency Management Ordinance:  President Risseeuw moved, Trustee Troha seconded to adopt new Emergency Management Ordinance.  Motion carried 7-0.
c) Ordinance #2020-02: Trustee Bushue moved to table this matter to March meeting. There was no second, motion failed.  Trustee Ewers moved; President Peterson seconded to adopt ordinance #2020-02 Running at Large.  Motion carried 6-1
d) Moving March board meeting:  Trustee Risseeuw moved and Trustee Bushue seconded to move March board meeting to March 23, 2020.  Motion carried 7-0
e) Resolution #2020-01: Trustee Torkilson moved and Trustee Troha seconded the motion to pass resolution #2020-01 to designate Library funds budgeted or received in 2019 and not expended in 2019.  Motion carried 7-0
f) CD funds for Shortfalls: Trustee Torkilson moved and Trustee Bushue seconded a motion to use money from CD for shortfalls in 2019.  Motion carried 7-0
g) CD funds for Administrator wage: Trustee Torkilson moved and Trustee Ewers seconded a motion to use money from CD for 2020 Administrator wage. Motion carried 7-0.
h) Resolution #2020-02:  Trustee Torkilson moved and Trustee Troha seconded a motion to pass Resolution #2020-02 Amending the 2019 Budget. Motion carried 7-0
i) Purchase Agreement for 215 Front Street Property: Trustee Risseeuw moved and Trustee Torkilson seconded a motion to proceed with purchase agreement for 215 Front Street Property.  Motion carried 7-0
6.  Purchase Orders:  Trustee Bushue moved and Trustee Troha seconded a motion to approve the purchase order for Badger Basement in the amount of $27,274.  Motion passed 7-0
7.  Approval of Checks and Invoices:  Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Brown seconded to approve checks and invoices for General Fund in the amount of $834,238.32 and Water/Sewer in the amount of $77,115.40.  Motion carried 7-0.
8.  Adjournment:  Trustee Torkilson moved and Trustee Bushue seconded to adjourn at 7:32 p.m.  Motion carried
