


Minutes of July 21, 2020 Clinton Village Board Meeting
Held at Clinton Town Hall

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board Meeting to order at 7 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees Brown, Laatz, Aarud, Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha.  
Also present:  Administrator Risse, Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Ciepley, DPW Johnson, Chief Shultz, and Attorney Joos.  
2. Audit Presentation-Auditor Patricia Reda from Sitzberger gave a 2019 audit summary of a clean audit. Full audit and summary are on file in treasurer’s office. 
3. Approval of Minutes – Trustee Risseeuw moved, Trustee Troha seconded to approve the minutes of the       Regular Village Board Meeting on June 16th, 2020. Motion carried 7-0. 
4. Public Appearance-Lisa Tollefson spoke regarding her re-election campaign to the office of Rock County Clerk
5. Reports:
a) Chief of Police-Public Safety Committee Chief Shultz reported that the investigation into fatal accident in the village is pending toxicology screening; Click it or Ticket stats:  from 6/22/20 to 7/5/2020 issued 28 tickets and 39 written and 11 verbal warnings; Officer exposed to COVID, 14 day self-quarantine, presented no symptoms and will be back soon; peeping tom in village was apprehended; Code enforcement-11 complaints, 2 resolved and 9 pending investigation, response through the Village has been positive
b) Public Works Director Johnson reported streets/sidewalk project starting weekend of 6/10/20 and is on schedule, expected completion date end of Aug/first of September; Parts on are order for well 4
c) Treasurer-Treasurer Franseen reported that the state debt collection agency has reported approximately $10K in debt that will not be collected by the State. 
d) Clerk-Clerk Ciepley reported attendance at The Clerks Institute, done virtually due to COVID. 33 hours of training with 13 of those hours focused on elections
e) Library Director-Library Board Trustee Laatz reported that job descriptions have been complete and sent to Administrator; starting to work on 2021 budget; resignation of Avery Watkins resignation and Bryan Erskine to replace, to be voted on later in meeting; Art in the Park discussion
f) Village Attorney Joos reported working with Town of Clinton attorney on proposed policing agreement, will be presented at August meeting
g) Village Engineer No report
h) Park Board Trustee Brown reported meeting July 13th.  Discussed plans to install bathroom/kitchen facility at Herb Reffue Park, agreed to sell benches at the compost site; decide to not move forward with dog park due to liability issues; next meeting set for 8/24; VFW request for memorial at Farmer Park is not moving forward due to monument already established at Allen Street and County X
i) Clinton Fire District Trustee Aarud reported meeting on July 9th.  Discussed fatal car crash; no transport due to COVID; State has provided a number of PPE items to District; 1 firefighter did test positive for COVID, no symptoms, self-quarantined for 14 days; 6/29/20 District did a practice burn; patching roof; Continued training for EMT’s; Captain position is still open; starting 2021 budget discussions
