


                            Minutes of June 16, 2020 Clinton Village Board Meeting
Meeting conducted via Zoom

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board Meeting to order at 6:51 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees Brown, Laatz, Aarud, Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha.  
Also present:  Administrator Risse, Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Ciepley, Library Director Bieber, DPW Johnson, Chief Shultz, Ryan Wellnitz, Frank McKearn, and Attorney Joos.  
2.    Approval of Minutes – Trustee Risseeuw moved, Trustee Troha seconded to approve the minutes of the       Regular Village Board Meeting on May 12th, 2020. Motion carried 7-0. 
3.  Reports:
a)  Chief of Police-Public Safety Committee Chief Shultz reported the 2019 Annual Report has been uploaded to the village website; Code enforcement to start end of June; starting process of performance evaluations, have not been complete since 2008; developed a Personal Improvement Plan for any performance issues uncovered; Clinton Police Department is on Twitter, handle is ClintonWI_PD.
b)  Public Works Director Johnson reported Public Works Committee has not met; streets/sidewalk project starting weekend of 6/19/20; well 4 is down, not sure of reason, working to resolve; Dave Brown tree has been replanted.
c)  Treasurer Franseen reported no meetings have happened; the Public Service Commission is lifting the moratorium on utility disconnection effective July 25th, 2020; court has not been held since March due to COVID 19, 80 plea forms have been sent out, 10 back and a few payments, ZOOM calls are set up for July for Adult/Traffic as well as Juveniles.
d)  Clerk Ciepley reported continuing to train in WisVote for all elections to smooth out the absentee ballot process
e) Library Director/Library Board Director Bieber reported that the library opened as of June 1st, 2020 with limited hours. 
f)  Village Attorney Joos reported modifications to the New Leaf purchase agreement; Ordinances presented later in the meeting.
g) Village Engineer Frank McKearn reported street program starting; watching some funding for infrastructure 
h) Park Board Trustee Brown reported no meetings due to COVID 19, hope to be able to meet in July
i) Clinton Fire District Ryan Wellnitz introduced new Chief Mark Roush; 20 EMS calls and 10 Fire calls in May; 2019 annual meeting is complete; Holes in roof of station have been repaired; bids for asphalt south side of building; renewed “Iamresponding” software; Bradford Township bridge being replaced July 6th; Trustee Aarud will begin reporting for the Fire District at July meeting. 
j) Emergency Management Committee NA
k) Plan Commission NA
l) Economic Development Committee NA
m) Administrator Risse Administrator Risse reported that senior center had opened against current recommendations.  Senior Center was advised they were not to serve meals on site. Administrator Risse received a report from the Rock County Council on Aging that a meal was in fact consumed on site.  Board asked Dan to lock the doors to the Senior Center to the public until COVID guidelines indicate they can reopen or Senior Center puts a plan in place for opening; All Village employees will be getting ID cards; during weekly walks, businesses have seemed pleased with current opening schedules; Village Hall will be reopening soon, from 8am to 1pm, with social distancing and cleaning guidelines in place; next board meeting will take place at Town of Clinton Townhall.




4.  New Business:
a) Tobacco Licenses Trustee Torkilson motioned and Trustee Aarud seconded motion to grant Tobacco Licenses.  Motion carried 7-0.
b) Alcohol Business Licenses Trustee Risseeuw motioned to approve Alcohol Business Licenses, striking sidewalks, and parking lots from the applications. President Peterson seconded motion.  Motion carried 7-0 
c) Operator Licenses Chief Shultz recommended to the board that they grant operator licenses to the following:

d) Canvasser, Peddler, Transient Merchant and Solicitors License Trustee Risseeuw motioned and Trustee Aarud seconded motion to grant Canvasser, Peddler, Transient Merchant and Solicitors License. Motion carried 7-0
e) Resolution 2020-05, Waiving Interest on Property Tax Payments Dues on or after April 1, 2020 Trustee Torkilson motioned and President Peterson seconded motion to waive interest.  Motion carried 7-0
f) Lexipol Police/Local Government Trustee Risseeuw motioned to use money from CD to proceed with purchase of Lexipol for Police and Trustee Torkilson seconded motion.  Motion carried 7-0
g) Ordinance 2020-05; to amend Chapter 35 Solid Waste; section 35-85 “Disposal of Yard Waste Restricted” Trustee Laatz motioned and Trustee Troha seconded motion to amend ordinance.  Motion carried 7-0
h) Ordinance 2020-06; to amend Chapter 17 Environment; section 17-53c “Abatement after notice” Trustee Aarud motioned and Trustee Risseeuw seconded motion to amend ordinance.  Motion carried 7-0
i) Ordinance 2020-07; to amend Chapter 17 Environment; section 17-82b “Order for Compliance” President Peterson dropped from Zoom call during this.  Trustee Torkilson motioned and Trustee Brown seconded motion to amend ordinance.  Motion carried 6-0
j) New Leaf Purchase Agreement President Peterson returned to the Zoom, Trustee Risseeuw dropped from call.  President Peterson motioned and Trustee Aarud seconded motion to proceed with purchase agreement.  Motion carried 6-0
k) Village Committee/Board Assignments (Memorial Day and Legion Board) Trustee Troha motioned to table Village Committee/Board Assignments (Memorial Day and Legion Board) to July meeting.  Trustee Torkilson seconded motion. Motion carried 6-0
5) Closed session Per WI State Statute 19.85(1)(c) Considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility. Specifically Collective Bargaining agreement CPPA/WPPA.  Trustee Torkilson motioned to table this until the July meeting.  Trustee Laatz seconded.  Motion carried 6-0
