


                            Minutes of May 12, 2020 Clinton Village Board Meeting
Meeting conducted via Zoom

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Village Board Meeting to order at 7:03 pm. Present were President Peterson and Trustees Brown, Laatz, Aarud, Risseeuw, Torkilson and Troha.  
Also present:  Administrator Risse, Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Ciepley, Library Director Bieber, DPW Johnson, Chief Shultz, Ryan Wellnitz, Frank McKearn, and Attorney Joos.  
2.    Approval of Minutes – Trustee Torkilson moved, Trustee Risseeuw seconded to approve the minutes of the       Regular Village Board Meeting on February 17th, 2020. Motion carried 7-0. 
3.  Reports:
a)  Chief of Police-Public Safety Committee Chief Shultz reported that he has processed many background checks for operator’s licenses,  evidence room was cleaned and organized with free lockers from school district; discussed adding Lexipol to update policies, and assist in training officers; reported that policy needs to be revised on how to enforce codes and is in process and that he is looking for voluntary compliance on codes.
b)  Public Works Director Johnson reported Department of Transportation Grant was approved; Sewer plant to replace main panel at $50,000, funds to come from replacement fund
c)  Treasurer Franseen reported that the snapshot of finances was included in packet
d)  Clerk Ciepley reported 2 elections complete since last meeting. February went well, April was challenging due to COVID, but community seemed to appreciate measures put in place for safety.  
e) Library Director/Library Board Director Bieber Thanked President Peterson for his time on Library committee, Welcomed Jennifer Laatz to Library committee; reported curbside pickup continues, RFID book tagging in process; 215 Front Street project on hold until December
f)  Village Attorney Joos Discussed that the New Leaf purchase agreement was to get things moving on that   project
g) Village Engineer Frank McKearn discussed LRIP Grant and 2020 projects
h) Park Board Trustee Brown reported that the next meeting of the Park Board is scheduled for June 8th, pending COVID recommendations
i) Clinton Fire District Ryan Wellnitz reported new Chief (Mark Rou) and new bookkeeper have both started; there will be an election in June to elect officers
j) Emergency Management Committee NA

l) Economic Development Committee NA
m) Administrator Risse Administrator Risse reported that the weekly updates were being sent to the Village Board; welcomed Jennifer Laatz and Jason Aarud to the Village Board, and thanked Art Bushue and Tim Ewers for their service

a) Employment Agreement for Building Inspector   Trustee Risseeuw motioned and President Peterson seconded motion to enter into employment agreement.  Motion carried 7-0.
b) Residential Construction Project Attorney Joos again explained that there was no action required, that this was just to make the board aware of the project timeline
c) Vicious Dog Ordinance 2020-3 Trustee Laatz motioned and Trustee Aarud seconded motion to adopt new vicious dog ordinance.  Motion carried 7-0.

Trustee Torkilson motioned and Trustee Brown seconded motion to grant all operator’s licenses.  Motion carried 7-0
e) MOU Facility Information Sharing Chief Shultz recommended signing the MOU.  Trustee Risseeuw motioned and President Peterson seconded signing the MOU.  Motion carried 7-0
f) Discussion Evidence Room Chief Shultz completed during reports
g) Discussion Code Enforcement update Chief Shultz completed during reports
h) Discussion Policy/Lexipol Chief Shultz completed during reports
i) Village Committee/Board Assignments Trustee Risseeuw motioned to accept Village Committee/Board assignments, with the understanding that Legislative Review and Memorial Day and Legion/Senior Board still needing to be filled.  Trustee Laatz seconded motion.  Motion carried 7-0
j) Westview Street (part a)/Sidewalk (part b) project Per DPW Director Johnson, bids opened on March 19, 3 bids were received, Ayre Excavating was the lowest bid. Trustee Aarud motioned to grant the bid to Ayre Excavating, and Trustee Torkilson seconded motion.  Motion carried 7-0
k) New Building Permit Fees DPW Director Johnson presented new residential only building permit fees.  Trustee Brown motioned to adopt the new fees, and Trustee Aarud seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0
l) Discussion Library Status Library Director Bieber indicated that curbside pick up would be available 4 days a week and again stated that 215 Front Street project was on hold until December
m) Ordinance 2020-4 to move Village Board meeting to 3rd Tuesday of the Month Trustee Risseeuw motioned to adopt ordinance 2020-4 and Trustee Brown seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0

8.  Adjournment:  Trustee Torkilson moved and Trustee Brown seconded to adjourn at 8:16pm p.m.  Motion carried
