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Clinton Wastewater Utility Capacity, Management, Operation & Maintenance

The Clinton Wastewater Utility has implemented a Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources mandate called Capacity,
Vlanagement, Operation & Maintenance (CMOM) program to maintain and improve the sewer collection system throughout the
Village. One of the major components of the program is to identify and reduce clear water infiltration and inflow (which is ground
water or rain water) into the wastewater collection system. By reducing the amount of clear water entering the system, cost to treat
he wastewater will go down, and the risk of sewerage backups due to heavy rain will also be reduced.

The Village currently has a ten-year program to clean and televise the entire sewer collection system and sewer laterals (up to the
sidewalk) to identify areas where clear water is entering the system and make corrections to the system. Sump pumps are also an
ssue with pumping clear water into the sanitary sewer system. Village Ordinance forbids sump pumps to be connected to the
sanitary sewer system. If you have such a connection, or you don’t now know if you are connected to the sanitary sewer system,
and/or you would like to talk about what to do with your sump pump discharge, please call Roger Johnson with the Department of
dublic Works at 608-751-1772 or dpw@clintonwi.us to make an appointment to view and discuss the issue.

3elow are some of the Sewer Use Ordinances that effect you as a customer of the Sewer Utility:

Sec. 47-100. - Applicability; violation.

The rules, regulations, and sewer rates of the village set forth in this division shall be considered a part of the contract
nvith every person, company, or corporation whose property is connected to or uses the village sewer system or wastewater
reatment facility and every such person, company, or corporation by connecting with the sewer system or wastewater
reatment facility shall be considered as expressing their assent to be bound thereby. Whenever any of said rules and
-egulations, or such others as the village may hereafter adopt, are violated, the use of service shall be shut off from the
Huilding or place of such violation (even though two or more parties are receiving service through the same connection) and
shall not be reestablished except by order of the village and on payment of all arrears, the expenses and established
sharges of shutting off and turning on, and upon such other terms as the village may determine, including a satisfactory
inderstanding with the party that no further cause for complaint shall arise. In case of such violation, the village,
‘urthermore, may declare any payment made for the service by the same party or parties committing such violation, to be
‘orfeited, and the same shall thereupon be forfeited. The right is reserved to the village to change these rules, regulations,
and sewer rates from time to time as it may deem advisable and to make special rates and contracts in all proper cases.

Sec. 47-109. - User to keep in repair.

All users shall keep their own service pipes in good repair and protected from frost, at their own risk and expense, and
shall prevent any unnecessary overburdening of the sewer system.

Sec. 47-110. - Backflow preventer.

All floor drains shall have a backflow prevention valve installed at the owner's expense.

Sec. 47-113. - User to permit inspection.

Every user shall permit any duly authorized agent of the village, at all reasonable hours of the day, to enter their
sremises or building to examine any component of or connection to the sewer system. Each user must at all times, frankly
and without concealment, answer all questions put to them relative to its use of the system, all in accordance with this
jivision and Wis. Stats. § 196.171.

Sec. 47-117. - General discharge prohibitions.

No discharger shall cause to be discharged, directly or indirectly, any of the following described substances into the
vastewater disposal system or otherwise to the facilities of the village:

(14) Any storm water, surface water, groundwater, roof run-off or surface drainage emanating from any clearwater
source, including any sump pump. Such waters may be discharged to a storm sewer or other waterway with
permission of the village.

Reducing clear water inflow into the sanitary sewer system is one goal of the CMOM program. It is a goal
that can only be achieved by the cooperation of the Utility and the Customers it serves. The CMOM program
will be on line for viewing soon at www.clintonwi.us .
