


Minutes for Park and Recreation Board Meeting September 9, 2019

Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Chair Filomena Brown at 6:10 p.m. The meeting was moved to Village Hall, due to a storm.
Roll Call:  Present were Chair Filomena Brown, Mary Lou Nimz, Carol Hahn, Cheri Henriksen, Leann Peterson, and Art Bushue. Also present was Village Clerk, Andrea Jacobs.
Approval of Minutes:  Cheri Henrikson moved, Leann Peterson seconded approval of minutes from the August 12, 2019 meeting with the items under “Report from Garden Club” moved to “Report from Liaison to Department of Public Works”. Motion carried 6-0.
Business:
1. Report from Garden Club:  None
2. Report from Liaison to Department of Public Works:  Mary Lou Nimz reported that the stage at Herb Reffue Park has not been removed yet. It was suggested that the Garden Club or a resident take over upkeep of the three flower boxes at Farmer’s Park. There have been complaints about the weeds in the boxes. Rewording the sign at Dahlman Gateway was discussed.
3. Financial Report:  A summary financial report was provided to each member by Village Treasurer Franseen. 
4. Inspection of Repairs to Gert Wolter Park Pavilion:  Art Bushue moved, Cheri Hanrikson seconded tabling until next meeting. Motion carried 6-0.
5. New Signs for Parks:  No action was taken. More information on which signs need have work done and pricing are needed.
6. 2020 Budget:  Ideas for improvements to parks and promoting parks were discussed.
7. How to use money available for Heldt-Paulson Park:  Carol Hahn moved, Cheri Henrikson seconded using the available funds for gravel to improve parking area. Motion carried 6-0.
8. Ice Rink and/or Liner:  Art Bushue moved, Carol Hahn seconded grading parking area and purchasing new liner for rink, not to exceed $4600 total expense. Motion carried 6-0.
9. Next Board Meeting Date and Time:  The next meeting was set for Monday, October 14, 2019 at 6:00 pm. Meeting will start at Gert Wolter Park with a tour, move on to Herb Reffue, then Farmer’s Park. The Board will then go to Village Hall to finish the meeting.
10. Adjournmnet:  Carol Hahn motioned, Art Bushue seconded adjourning the meeting at 7:19 p.m. Motion passed 6-0.
